Commercial Cannabis Title 9 Land Use Ordinance (Second Reading) (Report
of: Community Development)

Acting Community Development Director Sandzimier presented the report on
the proposed commercial cannabis land use ordinance.



Council Member Giba questioned City Attorney Koczanowicz on his familiarity
with Ethics Rules 3-210 and 5-220. He further requested he explain the
Supremacy Clause and Doctrine of Preemption.

City Attorney Koczanowicz clarified their meanings and acknowledged that
there is a conflict between Federal and State Law.

Roy Bleckert
1. Questioned why industrial property was not included in the Land Use

Ordinance.
2. Suggested that the upcoming General Plan Amendment include an
update to properly address commercial cannabis businesses.

Rafael Brugueras

1. Confirmed City Attorney Koczanowicz's statement regarding the
incongruity between Federal and State Law regarding cannabis, but
pointed out that the State of California allowed the voters to determine its
legality and they overwhelming approved it.

Hansel Urbina
1. Called for transparency in the City's operator selection process.

Council Member Giba remarked on the supremacy of Federal Law. As he felt
City Attorney Koczanowicz failed to address these issues to the Council and
to the public, it would be prudent for the City to postpone and delay the vote,
allowing them time to review the information. He stated that upon his election
he took an oath to uphold the Constitution and because it preempts California
Law, this proposed ordinance puts the Council in a liable position.

City Attorney Koczanowicz commented that not only does the proposed
ordinance clearly reference the discrepancy between Federal and State Law;
he has also informed the Council of both laws.

1. CONDUCT second reading by title only and Adopt Ordinance No. 932
entitled, “An Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Moreno
Valley, California, amending sections 9.02.030 “Permitted Uses” and
9.15.030 “Definitions” and adding Section 9.09.290 “Commercial
Cannabis Activities” to Title 9 of the Moreno Valley Municipal Code,
establishing land use regulations for operation of commercial
cannabis  dispensaries, testing, cultivation,  manufacturing,
microbusinesses, distribution centers and related cannabis activities.”

3050: Introduction of Ordinance No. 933 Amending Chapter 5.05 Commercial
Cannabis Regulations (Report of: City Attorney)

City Attorney Koczanowicz provided a report on commercial cannabis
regulations.

Council Member Giba expressed that the preamble of the ordinance read by
City Attorney Koczanowicz and his discussions with Council didn't address his
guestion regarding the Supremacy Clause and the implications for City
Council Members who violate it.

City Attorney Koczanowicz noted that he is unaware of any consequences
befalling the City Council.

Rafael Brugueras
1. Remarked that the Federal Government's inaction on Colorado's passage
of cannabis bodes well for the city.

Roy Bleckert
1. Proposed that the Free Market be allowed to determine the types of

cannabis businesses in operation.

Alfie Hernandez
1. Expounded on the medical benefits of cannabis.
2. Explained the detrimental effects of high startup costs.

Council Member Giba listed various neighboring cities either limiting cannabis
licenses or outright prohibiting them. He mentioned that the unexpected
consequences haven't been thoroughly considered and requested again to
postpone and delay the vote.

Mayor Gutierrez clarified that the item before the Council is not whether or not
they want to allow cannabis, as that has already been approved. He also
remarked, in response to a public comment, that it is the Council's intent that
all of the approved cannabis businesses be of the utmost sophistication.
Finally, in reference to another public comment, he mentioned that light
industrial was considered as an appropriate zone but lack of interest from
manufacturing business owners led to its exclusion.

March Joint Powers Commission (JPC) - Mayor Pro Tem Baca

Commission meeting held on March 28th.

In that meeting, the Commission:



e Learned that earthwork in the Heacock Channel has started.

e Authorized a Request for Proposals for the construction of the Taxiway
Realignment Project that will widen the taxiway at the south end of the
runway to allow 747s to taxi behind parked 747s.

e Finally, approved an amendment to the March LifeCare DDA to assign
responsibility for the Schedule of Performance to the Joint Power’s Authority.

Riverside County Habitat Conservation Agency (RCHCA) - None
Riverside County Transportation Commission (RCTC) - Mayor Pro Tem Baca

Mayor Pro Tem Baca reported the following:

At the Programs and Projects Committee meeting, the Board recommended
awarding numerous grants under the Specialized Transit Call for Projects. This is
great news for the Friends of Moreno Valley, as they will receive roughly
$313,000 to continue to operate the popular MoVan. The MoVan provides
transportation to the Senior Center and other destinations for non-emergency
medical appointments for Moreno Valley’'s senior citizens and disabled adults.

Riverside Transit Agency (RTA) - Council Member Marquez

Council Member Marquez reported the following:

The Riverside Transit Agency will conduct free travel training on April 24 for
customers who use a wheelchair or scooter. The training will take place at the
Galleria at Tyler, in Bay B, from 10:30 a.m. until 12:30 p.m. The training is
designed to build confidence for customers with disabilities who want to learn to
ride the bus. Please contact RTA for additional details.

Western Riverside Council of Governments (WRCOG) - Mayor Gutierrez

Mayor Gutierrez reported the following:
Items covered at the WRCOG Executive Committee meeting on April 2, 2018

include:

e A Legislative Activities Update for support of Assembly Bill (AB) 3027
(Chavez) and directing the Executive Director to send a letter indicating
WRCOG’s support for AB 3027. An ongoing concern is that it is easy for any
party to file a California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) lawsuit to delay
both public and private projects. WRCOG analysis has determined that one-
third of CEQA cases in 2016/2017 were filed by parties that did not appear to
be directly impacted by the proposed project.

e The 9th Annual Statewide Energy Efficiency Forum will be held in
Sacramento on June 20 and 21, 2018, at the Sheraton Grand Hotel in
Sacramento. This year's event is offered at no cost for local government
officials, and will provide learning, sharing, and networking opportunities to
help local governments save energy reduce greenhouse gas emissions and
learn new sustainable technology strategies.

e Regional Streetlight Program Activities Update regarding acquisition of local
member jurisdiction streetlights from SCE. Eleven (11) jurisdictions have
approved the Agreement to acquire SCE-owned streetlights in their
jurisdiction. An amendment to purchase streetlights was executed with
Moreno Valley on 9/19/17. Next step in the streetlight acquisition process for
Moreno Valley is the California Public Utilities Commission approval of the
streetlight transfer.

Western Riverside County Regional Conservation Authority (RCA) - Council
Member Giba

Council Member Giba reported the following:

The RCA acquired two properties in Murrieta for habitat conservation. The
additional acreage will contribute to the Agency's habitat reserve assembly goals.
As of January 2018 the amount remitted totals $1,349,004. Moreno Valley has
contributed disproportionately to the conservation plan, amounting to $1,075,082.
