2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the attached agreement with Moreno 
Valley College and authorize the one annual sponsorship of $50,000 for fiscal 
year 2019-2020.  

 
SUMMARY 
 

This report recommends approval of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
between the City of Moreno Valley and Riverside Community College District (RCCD) to 
extend support Moreno Valley resident students enrolled in the Moreno Valley College 
(MVC) Promise Initiative. The extension of the MOU commits $50,000 for the 2019 – 
2020 school year to continue to provide gap funding to offset first year college costs 
such as tuition, various fees and textbooks. 
 
The goal of the MVC Promise Initiative is to ensure that students complete their 
associate degree transfer, and/ or workforce certificate requirements in a timely and 
efficient manner. 
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DISCUSSION 
 

On August 15, 2017, the City Council approved an MOU between the City of Moreno 
Valley and the RCCD to assist Moreno Valley residents through MVC’s Promise 
Initiative (Promise Initiative). The approved $50,000 expenditure supported Promise 
Initiative students for the 2017- 2018 school year. The City Council approved an 
Amendment to the MOU between the City of Moreno Valley and the RCCD on 
September 4, 2018, thereby providing $50,000 to support MVC’s Promise Initiative 
students for the 2018-2019 school year.  
 
The proactive approach to community partnerships such as this serves the community 
by leveraging community resources to achieve the goals as outlined in the strategic plan 
to include expanding economic and workforce development efforts.  
 
There is a direct correlation between attainment of higher education and economic 
prosperity for families and communities. It is projected that by 2020, 66% of all new jobs 
in California will require at least two years of college level education. The rising costs of 
higher education make it less accessible to low and middle income students. Even 
those who attend by receiving student loans, accumulate more debt than their more 
affluent peers.    
 
MVC reports that the Promise Initiative has been highly successful and the City’s 
support of the program earned a 2018 Programs Award of Excellence by the California 
Association for Local Economic Development (CALED) early this year. 
 
The updated MOU supporting the MVC Promise Initiative extends the MOU to cover the 
2019 – 2020 school year. There are no other amendments to the MOU.  
 

About the Moreno Valley College Promise Initiative 
Recognizing the need for financial assistance for many of the incoming students, MVC 
launched the MVC Promise Initiative in school year 2016/ 2017.  Its goal is to ensure 
that graduating students from Moreno Valley and Val Verde Unified School Districts 
have access to financial resources for a successful first year of college.  
 
The Promise Initiative is part of the First Year Experience program, which provides an 
institutional framework for the positive transition of students from high school to college. 
According to Moreno Valley College, students with a solid foundation in the first year of 
college are significantly more likely to complete the first two years and transfer to a 
University. The framework includes structural and financial support. 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Approve the updated MOU between the City of Moreno Valley and RCCD 
extending the term and increasing the commitment by $50,000 to support the 
MVC Promise Initiative. Authorization of this expenditure is tangible support and 
leverage of other community resources for the goals as outlined in the strategic 
plan to expand economic and workforce development efforts.  
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2. Do not approve the updated MOU to provide continuing support for the Moreno 

Valley College Promise Initiative. This alternative would be a lost opportunity to 
continue the proactive partnership with Moreno Valley College leveraging 
resources to create positive economic impacts in the lives of Moreno Valley 
families and in the community. 

 

FISCAL IMPACT 
 

Should the City Council approve the MOU continuation of support for Moreno Valley 
College Promise Initiative students, the $50,000 funding would be provided from the 
General Fund budget. 
 
Monies dedicated to support the program were included in the two-year municipal 
budget, which was approved by the City Council and adopted on May 7, 2019. No 
additional budget appropriations are required to fulfill the MOU.

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MEMORANDUM OF 

UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN 

THE CITY OF MORENO VALLEY AND 

RIVERSIDE COMMUNITY COLLEGE 

DISTRICT ON BEHALF OF 

MORENO VALLEY COLLEGE 

 

 

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) is entered into this 15th day of 

October 2019, by and between The City of Moreno Valley (City) and the Riverside 

Community College District on behalf of Moreno Valley College (College), both located in 

Riverside County, California. City and College may herein be individually referred to as 

"Party" or collectively as "Parties." 

 

RECITALS 

 

WHEREAS, both the City and the College have a common interest in the education and 

advancement of residents of Moreno Valley; and 

 

WHEREAS, the College is able to provide Moreno Valley residents with the education as 

envisioned by the City; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Moreno Valley City Council desires to enhance the access to college 

education to its residents, recognizing the overall benefits to the entire City that result from 

having higher number of college educated residents; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City has determined to assist Moreno Valley residents through the College's 

Promise Initiative; 

 

NOW THEREFORE, the City and the College agree as follows: 

 

 

I. TERMS OF THE MOU 

 

1) The City will provide $50,000 to be used as financial assistance for the residents 

of Moreno Valley who are current students in the College's Promise Initiative. 

 

2) Funds are to be used for the cost of tuition and books not covered by other sources. 

 

3) Eligible students must be current residents of Moreno Valley, and must have 

been residents for at least the twelve (12) months prior to their receipt of 

these funds. 

 

4) To maintain eligibility, students must maintain compliance with all College 

Promise Initiative requirements. 
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5) Any student receiving funds under this MOU must complete the academic period for 

which funding has been received. Should a student not complete the academic period for 

which funding has been received under this MOU, they will lose eligibility to participate 

in this program and this funding at any future point. 

 

II. COLLEGE RESPONSIBILITIES 

 

1) College shall be responsible for the distribution of the $50,000 to the students that meet 

the criteria. College shall determine specifically how the funds are applied, so long it is 

in compliance with the terms of this MOU. 

 

2) College will collect data on students who receive assistance under this MOU (including 

success rates, demographics, and tracking of all funds) and provide such data regularly to 

City. Such data will be used for audit purposes and to determine program/MOU 

refinements moving forward. 

 

3) College will ensure that all students receiving funds under this MOU shall sign a 

FERPA release and waiver as a condition of their participation, to most simply allow 

such aggregate tracking and reporting of data to City. 

 

4) College will provide the City with a Partnership Letter acknowledging the 

City's contribution and participation. 

 

5) College will provide regular updates on the status of the impact of this MOU to the 

City and to the City Council. 

 

6) College will provide both academic and financial aid assistance and guidance to students 

under this MOU, to encourage successful study and to assure the investigation of other 

possible sources for financial aid so that funds under this MOU are expended upon those 

eligible students with the greatest otherwise unmet need. 

 

III. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

 

Indemnification. Except as to the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City, the 

College agrees to indemnify, protect and hold harmless the City from and against any 

claim for damage, charge, lawsuit, action, judicial, administrative, regulatory or 

arbitration proceeding, damage, cost, expense (including counsel fees), judgement, civil 

fine and penalties, liabilities or losses of any kind, whether actual, threatened or alleged, 

which arise out of, pertain to, or relate to, or are a consequence of the performance of or 

under this MOU. This indemnification shall apply to any acts, omissions, negligence, 

recklessness, or willful misconduct, whether active or passive, on the part of the College 

or anyone employed by or working on behalf of the College. 

 

Insurance. The College will provide the City with a Certificate of Insurance evidencing 

general liability coverage in the amount of at least $1,000,000 per incident and $3,000,000 in 
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the aggregate, as well as workers' compensation coverage for its employees in amounts as 

required by the State of California. 
 

Entire MOU. This MOU constitutes the final, complete and exclusive statement of the terms 

of the understanding between the City and the College pertaining to the subject matter of the 

MOU, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous understandings or agreements of the 

Parties. Neither Party has been induced to enter into this MOU by and neither Party is relying 

on any representation or term other than those expressly set forth in this MOU. 
 

Amendments. This MOU may be modified or amended only by a signed, written agreement 

executed by both the City and the College. 
 

Term. This MOU is dependent upon funding from the City. The term of the MOU shall be 

one year designated to cover the 2019-2020 school year. Parties will discuss extension of 

the MOU into future years depending on the success of the program and availability of 

funding. 
 

Independent Contractors. City and College are independent contractors in all matters 

under this MOU, and are not officers or employees of the other. Neither has any 

obligation to pay or withhold state or federal taxes or to provide workers' compensation 

or unemployment insurance to or for the other. Each of the City and the College, as 

independent contractors, shall be responsible for any and all taxes or such payments that 

apply to them as employers. 
 

Nondiscrimination. The Parties shall not discriminate against any person in the provision 

of services or employment of persons on the basis of ethnic group identification, national 

origin, religion, age, gender, gender identity, gender expression, race or ethnicity, color, 

ancestry, genetic information, sexual orientation, physical or mental disability, 

pregnancy, or any characteristic listed or defined in Section 11135 of the Government 

Code or any characteristic that is contained in the prohibition of hate crimes set forth in 

subdivision (1) of section 422.6 of the California Penal Code, or any other status protected 

by law. 
 

Waiver. No action or failure to act by either Party shall constitute a waiver of any right 

or duty afforded under this MOU, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute 

approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereafter, except as may be specifically agreed 

in writing. 
 

Severability. Each provision, term and/or condition, in whole and in part, of this MOU shall 

be considered severable. In the event any aspect of this MOU is declared invalid or void for 

any reason, such provision, term and/or condition shall be severed from this MOU and shall 

not affect and other aspect of this MOU, and the remainder of the MOU shall continue in 

full force and effect. 
 

California Law. This MOU shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws 

of the State of California. 
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4  

Venue. Any action at law or in equity brought by either of the Parties for the purpose 

of enforcing this MOU shall be brought in a court of competent jurisdiction in the 

County of Riverside, California, and the Parties hereby waive all provisions of law 

providing for a change of venue to any other county.

RECOMMENDED ACTION 

Recommendation: 
 
1. Adopt Resolution No. 2019-XX, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of 

Moreno Valley, California, approving Wildfire Mitigation Plan 2019 for Moreno 
Valley Utility.  

 
SUMMARY 
 
Staff recommends City Council approve the Moreno Valley Utility (MVU) Wildfire 
Mitigation Plan 2019. The Plan conforms to the requirements of Senate Bill 901 (SB 
901) and Assembly Bill 1054 (AB 1054) which were signed into law in September 2018, 
and July 2019 respectively. 
 
Moreno Valley Utility’s (MVU) entire electric distribution system is located underground 
in conduit and vaults. The undergrounding of electrical infrastructure is an effective 
mitigation measure to reduce the cause of power-line ignited wildfires. Despite this low 
risk, MVU takes appropriate actions to help prevent and respond to increasing risk of 
devastating wildfires. MVU follows all applicable design, construction, operation, and 
maintenance requirements reducing safety risks associated with its system.  The 
Wildfire Mitigation Plan describes the measures MVU follows to reduce its risk of 
causing wildfires. This Wildfire Mitigation Plan helps meet MVU’s overarching goal to 
provide safe, reliable, and economical electric service to the community.  
 
This item was presented to the Utilities Commission on September 25, 2019. 
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DISCUSSION 
 
In 2016, Governor Brown signed Senate Bill (“SB”) 1028 (stats. 2016), which required 
publicly owned utilities (“POUs”) to identify additional wildfire mitigation measures that 
the POU could take if the POU governing board first found that its overhead electric 
lines and equipment posed a significant risk of causing a catastrophic wildfire.  SB 1028 
required that the POU governing board (City Council) must base this determination on 
“historical fires and local conditions,” and must consult with local fire departments and 
other entities with responsibilities for the control of wildfires within the relevant area.  
These requirements were specified in the newly added Public Utilities Code Section 
8387. 
 
In 2018, the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) completed the development 
of the statewide Fire Threat Map that designates areas of the state at an elevated risk of 
electric line-ignited wildfires.1  This updated map incorporated historical fire data, fire-
behavior modeling, assessments of fuel, weather modeling, and a host of other factors.  
The map development and approval process involved detailed review by the relevant 
utility staff and local fire officials, a peer review process, and ultimate approval by a 
team of technical experts led by the California Department of Forestry and Fire 
Protection (“CAL FIRE”).  The CPUC’s Fire Threat Map includes three Tiers/Levels of 
fire threat risk. Tier 1 consists of areas that have the lowest hazards and risks. Tier 
2 consists of areas where there is an elevated risk for destructive electric line-ignited 
wildfires.  Finally, Tier 3 consists of areas where there is an extreme risk for destructive 
electric line-ignited wildfires.  
 
Governor Brown signed SB 901 (stats. 2018), which addressed a wide range of issues 
relating to wildfire prevention, response, and recovery.  SB 901 substantially revised the 
Public Utilities Code Section 8387, eliminating the prior process established by SB 1028 
and instead making it mandatory for all POUs (regardless of size or wildfire risk) to 
develop a wildfire mitigation plan.  Pursuant to the amended Section 8387, all POUs 
must present a wildfire mitigation plan to its governing board prior to January 1, 2020, 
and annually thereafter.  Section 8387(b)(2) specifies the topics that must be addressed 
in the POU wildfire mitigation plans, which includes: (a) the responsibilities of the 
persons tasked with executing the plan; (b) a description of the POU’s wildfire mitigation 
preventative strategies and programs; (c) a description of the metrics the POU will use 
to evaluate the wildfire mitigation plan’s performance and discussion of how those 
metrics informed the current wildfire mitigation plan; (d) protocols for disabling reclosers 
and deenergizing portions of the electrical system; and (e) identification, description, 
and prioritization of all wildfire risks within the POU’s service territory.

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SB 901 requires that POUs must present their wildfire mitigation plan at an 
appropriately noticed public meeting and receive public comment.  The POU must also 
verify that the wildfire mitigation plan complies with all applicable rules, regulations, and 
standards.  POUs must also have their plan reviewed by a qualified independent 
evaluator to assess the comprehensiveness of the plan.  The independent evaluator 
must then issue a report that the POU must make available on the POU’s website, and 
the POU must present the report at a public meeting of the POU’s governing board.  
 
In 2019, two new bills (SB 1054 and SB 111) made additional major reforms relating to 
wildfires.  As part of these reforms, SB 111 created a new state agency called the 
California Wildfire Safety Advisory Board (“Board”).  The members of the board must be 
selected from industry experts, academics, and people with labor and workforce safety 
experience.  At least three members must be experienced in the safe operation, design, 
and engineering of electrical infrastructure.  SB 1054 requires that all POUs must 
submit their wildfire mitigation plans to the Board by July 1 of each year, starting in 
2020.  The Board will then review the POU plans and will provide comments and 
advisory opinions on the content and sufficiency of the plans.   
 
Pursuant to Public Utilities Code, Section 8387, MVU has prepared the required wildfire 
mitigation plan.  Staff has reviewed MVU’s wildfire mitigation plan and concluded that 
the plan meets all the required criteria as provided in Section 8387.  MVU has 
presented the plan at a noticed public meeting and received public comment. The 
independent evaluation will be performed prior to submission to the Board. Staff 
recommends adopting MVU’s Wildfire Mitigation Plan.  
 
MVU will submit its adopted wildfire mitigation plan to the Board prior to July 1, 2020. 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Approve the MVU Wildfire Mitigation Plan. The plan provides baseline procedure 
and practice of safe and effective operation of the MVU electric system while 
minimizing risks of wildfires. Adoption of the plan will keep MVU in compliance 
with state mandates. Staff recommends this alternative. 

 
2. Do not approve the MVU Wildfire Mitigation Plan. This action would delay the 

submission of an adopted Wildfire Mitigation Plan and MVU will not be in 
compliance with state mandates. Staff does not recommend this action.

WHEREAS, the City of Moreno Valley (the “City”), a municipal corporation, is 
authorized pursuant to Article XI, Section 9(a) of the California Constitution to establish, 
purchase, and operate public works to furnish its inhabitants with light, water, power, 
heat, transportation, or means of communication; and 

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2001, the City Council of the City of Moreno Valley 
adopted Resolution No. 2001-33 and, as amended by Resolution 2002-46, authorized 
the formation of a municipally owned utility for the purpose of providing electrical power, 
storm water, telephone telecommunications, cable TV, water, natural gas, and sanitary 
sewer; and 

WHEREAS, Moreno Valley Utility is generally subject to the legislative and 
regulatory requirements applicable to local publicly owned electric utilities (“POUs”); and 

WHEREAS, Senate Bill (“SB”) 1028 (stats. 2016), adding California Public 
Utilities Code, Section 8387, requires each POU to construct, maintain, and operate its 
electrical lines and equipment in a manner that will minimize the risk of wildfire posed by 
those electrical lines and equipment; and 

WHEREAS, SB 901 (stats. 2018), amending California Public Utilities Code 
Section 8387, requires all POUs to prepare a wildfire mitigation plan before January 1, 
2020, and annually thereafter; and 

WHEREAS, California Public Utilities Code Section 8387(b)(2) specifies the 
content that must be included in each POU’s wildfire mitigation plan; and  

WHEREAS, California Public Utilities Code Section 8387(c) requires each POU 
to have a qualified independent evaluator review its wildfire mitigation plan to assess 
the comprehensiveness of its plan and to issue a report that is made available on the 
POU’s website and presented at a public meeting; and  

WHEREAS, California Public Utilities Code Section 8387(b)(3) requires each 
POU to present its wildfire mitigation plan at an appropriately noticed public meeting 
and to verify that its plan complies with all applicable rules, regulations, and standards, 
as appropriate; and 

WHEREAS, SB 111 (stats. 2019), adding California Public Utilities Code Section 
326.1, established the California Wildfire Safety Advisory Board; and

WHEREAS, SB 1054 (stats. 2019), amending California Public Utilities Code 
Section 8387, requires each POU to submit its wildfire mitigation plan to the California

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Public Utilities Code Section 326.2, the 

California Wildfire Safety Advisory Board will review each POU’s wildfire mitigation plan 
and will provide comments and advisory opinions on the content and sufficiency of each 
plan; and  

 
WHEREAS, Moreno Valley Utility staff prepared a wildfire mitigation plan for 

calendar year 2020, addressing all statutory criteria; and 
 

WHEREAS, Moreno Valley Utility staff verified that the wildfire mitigation plan 
complies with all applicable rules, regulations, and standards; and 

 
WHEREAS, Moreno Valley Utility staff will submit its wildfire mitigation plan, 

adopted today by the City Council of the City of Moreno Valley, California, to the 
California Wildfire Safety Advisory Board before July 1, 2020.

I. OVERVIEW 

A. POLICY STATEMENT 

Moreno Valley Utility’s overarching goal is to provide safe, reliable, and economic electric 
service to its local community.  In order to meet this goal, Moreno Valley Utility constructs, 
maintains, and operates its electrical lines and equipment in a manner that minimizes the risk of 
catastrophic wildfire posed by its electrical lines and equipment. 

B. PURPOSE OF THE WILDFIRE MITIGATION PLAN 

Moreno Valley Utility’s (MVU) entire electric supply system is located underground in conduit and 
vaults.  Historically, undergrounded electric lines have not been associated with catastrophic 
wildfires.  The undergrounding of electric lines serves as an effective mitigation measure to 
reduce the potential of power-line ignited wildfires.  Based on a review of local conditions and 
historical fires, MVU has determined that its electrical lines and equipment do not pose a 
significant risk of catastrophic wildfire.  

Despite this low risk, MVU takes appropriate actions to help its region prevent and respond to the 
increasing risk of devastating wildfires. In its role as a public agency, MVU closely coordinates 
with other local safety and emergency officials to help protect against fires and respond to 
emergencies. In its role as a utility, MVU follows all applicable design, construction, operation, 
and maintenance requirements that reduce safety risks associated with its system.  This Wildfire 
Mitigation Plan describes the safety-related measures that MVU follows to reduce its risk of 
causing wildfires. 

C. ORGANIZATION OF THE WILDFIRE MITIGATION PLAN 

This Wildfire Mitigation Plan included the following elements: 

• Objectives of the plan; 
• Roles and responsibilities for carrying out the plan; 
• Identification of key wildfire risks and risk drivers; 
• Description of wildfire prevention, mitigation, and response strategies and programs; 
• Metrics for evaluating the performance of the plan and identifying areas for 

improvement;  
• Review and validation of the plan; and 
• Timelines.

II. OBJECTIVES OF THE WILDFIRE MITIGATION PLAN 

The primary goal of this Wildfire Mitigation Plan is to describe MVU’s existing programs, practices, 
and measures that effectively reduce the probability that MVU’s electric supply system could be 
the origin or contributing source for the ignition of a wildfire.  To support this goal, MVU regularly 
evaluates the prudent and cost-effective improvements to its physical assets, operations, and 
training that can help reduce the risk of equipment-related fires.   

The secondary goal of this Wildfire Mitigation Plan is to improve the resiliency of the electric grid.  
As part of the development of this plan, MVU assesses new industry practices and technologies 
that will reduce the likelihood of an interruption (frequency) in service and improve the 
restoration (duration) of service.  

 

III. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. UTILITY GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE

The City of Moreno Valley is a general law city that operates under a Council-Manager form of 
government. MVU is governed by a five-member City Council. Four Council Members are 
elected by district to staggered, four-year terms, while the Mayor is directly elected.  The council 
appoints the City Manager, who oversees the daily operations of the City. Volunteer 
Commissions and Boards, as well as several Citizen Advisory Committees help guide the Council 
in its decisions. The City Council formed a five-member Utilities Commission, whose purpose is to 
provide additional review for all matters pertaining to MVU. Commissioners are citizen volunteers, 
appointed by the City Council for three-year terms.    

B. WILDFIRE PREVENTION 

MVU staff, in partnership with its maintenance and operations provider, is responsible for electric 
facility design, maintenance, and inspection, including vegetation management. Although 
MVU’s electrical distribution system is 100% underground, MVU follows best practices to prevent 
ignition of wildfires from its equipment. These items include:  

• MVU performs routine maintenance of all distribution facilities. 
• MVU adheres to a seasonal weed abatement and vegetation management schedule to 

maintain at-risk sites. 
• MVU contracts for seasonal weed abatement services. As well as maintains GO95, 

GO165, and GO174 standard clearances as part of regular maintenance cycles. 
• MVU abides by Municipal Code 6.40 to abate trees, shrubs, weeds, and grass at all MVU 

facilities. 
• Electric system operates in a manner that will minimize potential wildfire risks. 
• Take all reasonable and practicable actions to minimize the risk of a catastrophic wildfire 

caused by MVU electric facilities. 
• Coordinate with federal, state, and local fire management personnel as necessary or 

appropriate to implement MVU’s Wildfire Mitigation Plan.  
• Immediately report fires to local fire department, Emergency Management Program 

Manager, MVU administration, and other City Officials, pursuant to existing MVU 
practices and the requirements of this Wildfire Mitigation Plan. 

• Coordinate with City Emergency Operations Center to disseminate safety warnings, 
emergency public information, and evacuation notices to local residents. 

• MVU adheres to City of Moreno Valley personnel policy 5.11 for Employee Disaster 
Notification and Reporting. 

• Take corrective action when the staff witnesses or is notified that fire protection measures 
have not been properly installed or maintained. 

• Comply with relevant federal, state, and industry standard requirements, including the 
industry standards established by the California Public Utilities Commission. 

C. WILDFIRE RESPONSE AND RECOVERY 

Internally, MVU’s distribution system is controllable remotely through a Supervisory Control 
and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system networked to all substations and circuits.  MVU field 
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staff utilize hard line telephones, cellular telephones, and portable radios to communicate 
with internal and external stakeholders during an outage or emergency.  MVU’s Outage 
Manage System, Utility Maintenance Management System, and Dispatching System all auto-
generate notifications to field, office, and administrative staff.  MVU is enrolled in several 
mutual aid networks (APPA, CA Disaster & Civil Defense, CA Utilities Emergency Association) 
to facilitate expedited response and recovery from severe storms, natural disasters, or mass 
outages. 

The City of Moreno Valley maintains a two-way (LF, HF, VHF, and UHF) mobile and base 
stations for communications enhanced by repeater system to extend the coverage area.  
This includes three repeater channels and three unit-to-unit/talk-around channels in the 800 
MHz Public Safety band.  The City of Moreno Valley owns ten iridium satellite phones that are 
issued to key personnel in the city during an emergency.  Mobile radio communications are 
available utilizing the Moreno Valley Police Mobile Command Center (MCC). The command 
center has the capability of patching Sheriff, California Highway Patrol (CHP), Riverside 
Police, CALFIRE, March Air Reserve Base and Moreno Valley Park Rangers all on the same 
frequency at the same time.  Moreno Valley has an Amateur Civil Emergency Services/Radio 
Amateur Civil Emergency Services (MV ACES/RACES) group, which operates on ham radio 
frequencies in support of governmental emergency communications. MV ACES/RACES can 
augment existing systems and establish communication links with otherwise inaccessible 
areas.  They are also capable of sending live video and audio from an incident site to our 
City’s emergency operations center via the ham radio. 

At the county level, a Riverside County Emergency Operations Center (EOC) talk group is 
programmed into the Omniquest radio and is used to communicate with EOCs within 
Riverside County during a disaster or emergency.  The City of Moreno Valley also has low-
band disaster net radios to communicate with all EOCs within Riverside County during a 
disaster or emergency. This system uses low frequency bands and has several back up 
channels in case of an outage.  Additionally, the City has a portable disaster case radio 
system. This system allows communications with other agencies such as County Emergency 
Services, County Fire, County Police, Hospitals, Cities within Riverside County, Moreno Valley 
Unified School District and Valley View Unified School District. 

MVU adheres to California Public Utility Commission GO 95, 165, and 174 for all system 
infrastructure inspection, maintenance, and reporting. 

City of Moreno Valley Office of Emergency Management maintains a city-wide Hazard 
Mitigation Plan identifying potential fire hazards and mitigation strategies. 

City of Moreno Valley also maintains a reporting hotline for all employees to properly notify 
the city for code violations, hazards, safety concerns, and overgrown landscaping and 
weeds. 
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D. STANDARDIZED EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM 

As a local governmental agency,1 MVU has planning, communication, and coordination 
obligations pursuant to the California Office of Emergency Services’ Standardized Emergency 
Management System (“SEMS”) Regulations,2 adopted in accordance with Government Code 
section 8607.  The SEMS Regulations specify roles, responsibilities, and structures of 
communications at five different levels: field response, local government, operational area, 
regional, and state.3  Pursuant to this structure, MVU annually coordinates and communicates 
with the relevant safety agencies as well as other relevant local and state agencies.  When 
activated, MVU serves as the Utilities Unit Leader under the Operations Section Chief as part of 
the City of Moreno Valley’s Emergency Operations Center.  In the event that the incident 
centered on MVU facilities, MVU would serve as the Operations Section Chief.  

Under the SEMS structure, a significant amount of preparation is done through advanced 
planning at the county level, including the coordination of effort of public, private, and nonprofit 
organizations.  Riverside County serves as the Operational Area and is guided by the California 
Office of Emergency Services, Southern Region.  The Operational Area includes local and 
regional organizations that bring relevant expertise to the wildfire prevention and recovery 
planning process.  These participants include:

Pursuant to the SEMS structure, MVU participates in annual training exercises.  Training exercises 
include workshops, tabletop exercises, and field drills.  A sample of topics covered include; 
earthquake safety, disaster response & management, active shooter, crisis leadership, and 
NIMS/SEMS/ICS compliance.  

MVU is a member of the California Utility Emergency Association, which plays a key role in 
ensuring communications between utilities during emergencies and provides mutual aid.  MVU 
also participates in the American Public Power Association Mutual Assistance Agreement, which 
covers public utilities across the United States.   The City of Moreno Valley  is a participant in the 
California Disaster and Civil Defense Mutual Aid Agreement which allocates state resources to 
cope with any type of disaster.
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IV. WILDFIRE RISKS AND DRIVERS ASSOCIATED WITH DESIGN, 
CONSTRUCTION, OPERATION, AND MAINTENANCE 

A. PARTICULAR RISKS AND RISK DRIVERS ASSOCIATED WITH 
TOPOGRAPHIC AND CLIMATOLOGICAL RISK FACTORS  

Due to MVU’s distribution system being 100% underground, the primary risk drivers for wildfire 
within MVU’s service territory are the following: 

• Earthquake 
• Flooding 

B. ENTERPRISEWIDE SAFETY RISKS 
 
Earthquake profile - There are three major faults/fault zones that directly affect Moreno Valley. 
They are the southern section of the San Andreas Fault, the San Jacinto Fault Zone, and the 
Elsinore Fault Zone. The San Jacinto Fault Zone is considered to be the most active fault in 
Southern California. It is the closest fault to Moreno Valley and runs through the eastern portion 
of the city, followed by the Elsinore Fault Zone which is located approximately 12-18 miles south 
of Moreno Valley. The San Andreas Fault Zone is located approximately 15-20 miles north of 
Moreno Valley The largest earthquake to occur within 100 miles of Moreno Valley was the 7.4 
magnitude Hector Mine earthquake in 1999. 
 
The City of Moreno Valley could be affected by large earthquakes occurring in many parts of 
the Southern California region. However, the degree to which the earthquakes are felt, and the 
damages associated with them may vary. At risk from earthquake damage are critical facilities, 
buildings, bridges, highways and roads; hazardous materials facilities; sewer, water, and natural 
gas pipelines; earth dams; petroleum pipelines; and private property located in the city. The 
relative or secondary earthquake hazards, which are liquefaction, ground shaking, 
amplification, and earthquake-induced landslides, can be just as devastating as the 
earthquake. The USGS estimates that there is a greater than 99% chance of a major earthquake 
occurring within 31 miles of Moreno Valley within the next 50 years 
 
Flooding profile - There are four types flooding conditions that exist within the Moreno Valley 
area: flooding in defined watercourses; ponding; sheet flow; and dam inundation. Flooding 
within defined watercourses occurs within drainage channels and immediately adjacent 
floodplains. Ponding occurs when water flow is obstructed due to manmade obstacles such as 
the embankments of SR-60 and other roadways, where they cross-defined watercourses. Sheet 
flow occurs when capacities of defined watercourses are exceeded and water flows over 
broad areas. 
 
Known flood-prone areas as noted in the General Plan as well as recorded in city maintenance 
files, include: 
 
 Along the Quincy Channel between Cottonwood Avenue and Cactus Avenue. 
 An extensive floodplain that extends along the Oliver Street alignment from a point north of 
Alessandro Boulevard to John F. Kennedy Drive and extending in a southwesterly direction as far 
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as the northeast corner of Morrison Street and Filaree Avenue and the northeast corner of Nason 
Street and Iris Avenue. 
 Along Heacock Street and Lateral A of the Perris Valley Channel between Cactus Avenue 
and a point north of the intersection of Lateral A and Indian Street (next to March Air Reserve 
Base). 
 Along Sunnymead Boulevard between Frederick Street and Graham Street. 
 Along Pigeon Pass Road, between Sunnymead Ranch Parkway and Lawless Road. 
 Along Moreno Beach Boulevard, between Juniper Avenue and Locust Avenue. 
 Along Highland Avenue, between Redlands Boulevard and Alessandro Boulevard. 
 Along Locust Avenue, between Moreno Beach Boulevard and northerly city Limits. 
 Along Heacock Street, between Lake Summit Drive and Reche Vista Drive. 
 Along Hubbard Street, between Skyland Drive and Ironwood Avenue. 
 Along Cottonwood Avenue, between Nason St and Martha Crawford Street. 
 Alessandro Boulevard, between Gilman Springs Road and Theodore Street. 
 Neighborhood bounded by Alessandro Boulevard, Brodiaea Avenue, Redlands Boulevard, 
and Merwin Street. 
 Miramontes Court, north of Via Solana Court. 
 Easterly side of neighborhood east of Perris Boulevard, between Covey Road and Manzanita 
Avenue. 
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V. WILDFIRE PREVENTATIVE STRATEGIES 

A. HIGH FIRE THREAT DISTRICT 

MVU directly participated in the development of the CPUC’s Fire-Threat Map,4 which designates 
a High-Fire Threat District.  In the map development process, MVU coordinated with Southern 
California Edison Company(SCE) and determined that because MVU’s system is entirely 
undergrounded, that SCE would serve as territory lead for the region served by MVU.  MVU has 
incorporated the High Fire Threat District into its construction, inspection, maintenance, repair, 
and clearance practices, where applicable. 

B. DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS 

MVU’s electric facilities are designed and constructed to meet or exceed the relevant federal, 
state, or industry standard.  MVU treats CPUC General Orders (GO) 95 and 128 as a key industry 
standard for design and construction standards for underground electrical facilities.  MVU meets 
or exceeds all standards in GO 95 and 128.  Additionally, MVU monitors and follows, as 
appropriate, the National Electric Safety Code.  

C. VEGETATION MANAGEMENT 

MVU meets or exceeds the minimum industry standard vegetation management practices.  For 
transmission-level facilities, MVU complies with NERC FAC-003-4, where applicable.  For both 
transmission and distribution level facilities, MVU meets: (1) Public Resources Code section 4292; 
(2) Public Resources Code section 4293; (3) CPUC GO 95, 128, 165, and 174.   

D. INSPECTIONS 

MVU meets or exceeds the minimum inspection requirements provided in CPUC GO 165 and 
174.  Pursuant to these rules, utilities inspect electric facilities in the High Fire Threat District more 
frequently than the other areas of its service territory.  As described above, MVU currently does 
not have any overhead power lines located within or near the High-Fire Threat District within the 
CPUC’s Fire Threat Map.  However, MVU staff uses their knowledge of the specific environmental 
and geographical conditions of MVU’s service territory to determine if any particular areas 
require more frequent inspections. 

If MVU staff discovers a facility in need of repair that is owned by an entity other than MVU, MVU 
will issue a notice to repair to the facility owner and work to ensure that necessary repairs are 
completed promptly.

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E. RECLOSING POLICY 

MVU’s system is 100% underground.  Reclosers are not installed on underground circuits.  MVU 
does not change substation relay settings. 

F. DEENERGIZATION 

MVU has the authority to preemptively shut off power due to fire-threat conditions, however, this 
option will only be used in extraordinary circumstances.  Due to the minimal risk of MVU’s 
electrical supply facilities causing a power-line ignited wildfire, MVU is not adopting specific 
protocols for de-energizing any portions of its electric distribution system.  MVU will re-evaluate 
this determination in future updates to this Wildfire Mitigation Plan.  

 

VI. RESTORATION OF SERVICE 

MVU’s electric distribution system is completely underground.  However, we are interconnected 
with SCE’s transmission and distribution systems, much of which is overhead and exposed to 
wind, rain and lightning. This is our primary source of vulnerability to potential electrical service 
interruptions during rain and wind storms such as the ones that can be precipitated by El Nino. 

Our underground electric distribution system is designed, and has be constructed, with 
redundant sources of feed. These do not guarantee the elimination of outages but can facilitate 
service restoration and reduce the duration of such outages. 

Preparation in advance of predicted storms:  Since, as discussed in the introduction, our primary 
trouble source during storms is outages on SCE’s transmission and distribution lines, many of 
which are overhead, we will patrol, to the extent practical, SCE’s primary interconnect lines for 
any potential trouble spots including but not limited to broken tree limbs or other vulnerabilities. 
We will also double check the loading conditions of our underground lines to satisfy ourselves 
that alternate sources have the capacity to serve the electric load (customers) in the event that 
it is necessary. 

Our underground system will be patrolled in advance of storms for any open trenches or 
excavations at construction sites to minimize water intrusion into the underground system. 
Although the underground system is designed to operate under such conditions, small pinholes 
in splices or cable can cause problems, including possible electrical shorts/faults, that can 
interrupt service to customers. Likewise, after the storm, each underground vault, manhole or 
other structure will be inspected for water intrusion and pumped, when necessary, in 
accordance proper utility practice and environmental guidelines. 

All vehicular equipment, man-lifts, tools and appurtenances will be thoroughly inspected for 
proper operation.  All operating personnel will be placed on standby in the event of weather 
related problems. 
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The MVU Operations and Call Centers will be appropriately staffed for handling of trouble calls 
from customers and dispatching to field personnel.  

Call Center support includes: 

• Outage Management System (OMS) 

• Field Dispatching 

• Customer Callbacks 

Response Prioritization: 

• First Priority:  Response to imminent threats to life and/or public property 

• Second Priority:  Removals of immediate hazards (fallen trees, power poles, etc.) 

• Third Priority: Clearing of arterial roadways 

• Fourth Priority: Maintenance of traffic control/closures to prevent potential accidents 

• Fifth Priority (Post Storm Activity): Follow-up work such as addressing storm-related 
potholes and residual clean-up of all streets that have remained in a "passable and 
drivable" state 

Referral Protocol: 

• Flooding of structures on private property- Residents will be advised to call 911 for Fire 
Department assistance 

• Facilities associated with other government agencies (RCFCD) or private utilities will be 
referred to appropriate agencies/company 

• All storm related issues involving streets, curbs and gutters, sidewalks, residential trees in 
the right of way, catch basins, and miscellaneous drainage facilities will be referred to 
the City’s Maintenance and Operations Division. 

 

During EOC activation period, all routine maintenance programs and requests will be 
suspended and deferred.
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VII. EVALUATING OF THE PLAN 

A. METRICS AND ASSUMPTIONS FOR MEASURING PLAN PERFORMANCE 

MVU will track the following metric to measure the performance of this Wildfire Mitigation Plan: 
(1) number of fire ignitions caused by utility equipment.  

METRIC 1: FIRE IGNITIONS 

For purposes of this metric, a fire ignition is defined as follows: 

• MVU facility was associated with the fire; 
• The fire was self-propagating and of a material other than electrical and/or 

communication facilities; 
• The resulting fire traveled greater than one linear meter from the ignition point; and 
• MVU has knowledge that the fire occurred. 

In future Wildfire Mitigation Plans, MVU will provide the number of fires that occurred that were 
less than 10 acres in size.  Any fires greater than 10 acres will be individually described.  

B. IMPACT OF METRICS ON PLAN 

In the initial years, MVU anticipates that there will be relatively limited data gathered through the 
metric.  However, as the data collection history becomes more robust, MVU will be able to 
identify areas of its operations and service territory that are disproportionately impacted.  MVU 
will then evaluate potential improvements to the plan. 

C. MONITORING AND AUDITING THE PLAN 

This Wildfire Mitigation Plan will be presented to the MVU Utilities Commission and the Moreno 
Valley City Council.  MVU will present updates to this plan to the MVU Utilities Commission on an 
annual basis.   

D. IDENTIFYING AND CORRECTING DEFICIENCIES IN THE PLAN 

Based on the recommendations of the MVU Utilities Commission and the Moreno Valley City 
Council, MVU will correct any identified deficiencies.  

E. MONITORING THE EFFECTIVENESS OF INSPECTIONS  

MVU reviews and evaluates its reliability indices regularly to monitor inspection and 
maintenance procedures.  SAIDI, SAIFI, CAIDI, and MAIFI statistics show that MVU maintains an 
electric system that operates well below the State and National averages for outage incidents 
per the American Public Power Association’s eReliability Tracker program.  MVU’s Utility 
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Maintenance Management System (UMMS) is used to collect all data subject to GO165.  The 
UMMS prepares monthly inspection and maintenance reports for all electric distribution facilities.  
Maintenance history for each piece of equipment is archived in the UMMS.  Additionally, MVU’s 
substation inspection and maintenance program complies with GO174 guidelines as well as 
manufacturer specifications, standards, and recommendations.  MVU performs monthly 
inspections of all substation components including recording and analysis of all alarms, fluid 
levels, meters, and Load Tap Changer settings. 

Although MVU does not fall under the jurisdiction of the California Public Utilities Commission 
(CPUC), MVU has cooperated with the CPUC’s Utilities Safety and Reliability Branch and their 
requests for periodic audits.  The audit in October 2008 noted no GO 95 infractions, and 
identified two GO 128 infractions to MVU Pad Mounted Electric structures.  Repairs were made 
to correct the violation the day they were identified by the CPUC.  Again in March of 2013 the 
CPUC audit identified three vegetation obstructions that were immediately corrected in the field 
as they were identified.  No additional infractions have been identified by the CPUC.

SUMMARY 
 
This report recommends that the City Council approve the Moreno Valley Utility (MVU) 
Annual System Resource Adequacy Plan (Plan) for 2020. The Plan represents the 
amount of capacity that is needed to meet the requirements of the California 
Independent System Operator (CAISO). 
 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The CAISO is the agency responsible for the reliable operation of the electric 
transmission system in California. The CAISO requires utilities to have a plan in place 
which ensures that they will have enough capacity available to meet customer demands 
for electricity. An annual report showing the utilities’ purchases of adequate capacity, 
known as Resource Adequacy (RA), is to be approved by the City Council and 
submitted to the CAISO by October 31 of each year for the following year. 
 
The capacity requirement is calculated based upon a percentage of the utility’s monthly 
forecasted peak demand. The capacity requirement needed to comply with the CAISO 
Tariff for 2020 is set at 115% of MVU’s forecasted monthly peak demand. The total RA 
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row included in the following table is the capacity requirement for 2020.

MVU has secured capacity through existing contracts to meet most of the Resource 
Adequacy requirement under the CAISO Tariff; there is a shortfall of capacity during the 
months of July through September due to lack of supply. The CAISO has recently 
expressed concern for a statewide potential resource adequacy shortfall over the next 
few years, and is currently working with stakeholders to address the forecasted shortfall 
and increase supply.  
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Approve the 2020 Annual Resource Adequacy Plan as described above for 
Moreno Valley Utility. Staff recommends this alternative as it will keep Moreno 
Valley Utility in compliance with CAISO requirements. 
 

2. Do not approve the 2020 Annual Resource Adequacy Plan for Moreno Valley 
Utility. Staff does not recommend this alternative as MVU will not have a 2020 
annual plan in place to comply with the CAISO Reliability Requirement Tariff and 
may be subject to a penalty of $500 per day for non-submittal. 

 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
The statewide shortage of capacity has significantly increased the price for Resource 
Adequacy; for example, in calendar year 2018, the cost per kW-month for RA products 
was approximately $1.30. The calendar year 2020 cost per kW-month is approximately 
$6.20. For the period January 1 – June 30, 2020, the fiscal impact to MVU will be 
$632,400.

SUMMARY 
 
This report recommends approval of the Easement Deed for Eastern Municipal Water 
District’s Lake Perris Sewer Siphon Project, and authorizing the City Manager to sign 
the Easement Deed. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
EMWD currently has existing at-grade and underground sewer facilities within a City 
owned vacant lot (APN 308-552-019) at the northeast corner of Kentucky Derby Drive 
and Equestrian Way. EMWD has a proposed Lake Perris Sewer Siphon Project that 
requires the addition of temporary and permanent sewer facilities on the City’s property. 
 
Since the proposed sewer work will occur on City owned property, EMWD is requesting 
the City of Moreno Valley grant an additional easement area of 625 square feet 
(attached Easement Deed) for access, construction and maintenance purposes. 
EMWD’s schedule estimates that the award of their construction project will occur in 
December 2019.  EWMD’s proposed sewer work will not interfere with the City’s future 
use of the property, which will include a bike trail and a community park.  City staff has 
been able to acquire an easement for a City storm drain CIP project in consideration of 
granting EMWD this sewer easement. 
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ALTERNATIVES 
 
1. Approve and authorize the recommended actions as presented in this staff 

report.  This alternative will allow EMWD to move forward with the Lake Perris 
Sewer Siphon Project to serve the community.

DISCUSSION 
 
At a prior meeting the City Council introduced and conducted the first reading of 
Ordinance, which when adopted would make it a violation to feed or otherwise harass 
wild burros in the City of Moreno Valley.  Feeding or other interaction with humans 
causes the wild burros to move into residential areas of the City.  Their presence not 
only creates a nuisance, it is a public health and safety issue due to the potential 
collisions with vehicular traffic. 
 
Currently State law already prohibits feeding of wild burros, however it is not a crime 
that is of high priority for the District Attorney’s office. City Ordinance would permit the 
City to issue citations and prosecute any violations.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MORENO VALLEY, CALIFORNIA, ADDING SECTION 
10.02.115 AND AMENDING SECTION 10.02.010 OF THE 
CITY OF MORENO VALLEY MUNICIPAL CODE 
PROHIBITING THE HARASSMENT AND FEEDING OF 
UNDOMESTICATED BURROS 

 

The City Council of the City of Moreno Valley does ordain as follows:  

SECTION 1. FINDINGS. The City Council finds that the population growth of 
undomesticated burro herds, and the increased urbanization of the City of 
Moreno Valley, as well as the surrounding County areas, has resulted in 
an increase in injured wild burros from traffic accidents as well as property 
damage within the City limits; and that 

The herds have migrated into populated areas using rail lines and 
roadways, seeking food that is provided by well-meaning people.  Food 
that is made available in more populated areas reduces or eliminates the 
burros' fear of humans and cars and encourages the burros to abandon 
their natural instinct to graze in their habitat; and that 

The change in the food seeking behaviors of the burros presents a safety 
issue for the residents, and burros within the City limits, as the burros 
continue to move further into populated areas in search of food, resulting 
in an increase in traffic accidents with serious injuries to citizens, burros, 
and the infrastructure of roadways; and that 

In an attempt to bring this problem under control, it is  necessary  to  (1)  
prohibit feeding, or providing food in any manner, to undomesticated 
burros, (2) prohibit the harassment of the burros to reduce the human 
interaction that has resulted in the burros abandoning their grazing 
grounds and moving into the City limits. 

SECTION 2.   PURPOSE. The purpose of this Ordinance is to establish reasonable and 
uniform regulations to protect the undomesticated burro population by 
encouraging the instinctual behavior of the undomesticated burros by 
reducing human interactions with them. This purpose will be fulfilled by 
establishing and enforcing restrictions on human and undomesticated 
burro interactions. These will be enforced with citations, administrative 
penalties and fines, as well as any other enforcement mechanism 
permitted under Moreno Valley Municipal Code. 

SECTION 3.  AUTHORITY.  This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority   
granted by Article 11, Section 7 of the Constitution of the State of 
California, Section 2156 and Section 4600 of the California Fish and 
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 2 Ordinance No. ____  
Date Adopted: MONTH DD, YYYY  

Game Code, Section 53074.5 of the Government Code, and California 
Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 1, section 251.1 regarding the 
harassment of animals. Generally, this subject matter has been 
preempted by the state, however, Fish and Game Code Section 2156 
authorizes regulation of fish and game by local government in situations 
where the enacted Ordinances relating to the possession or care of wild 
animals are more restrictive than the regulations. This Ordinance is based 
on a regulation of the Department of Fish and Game, 14 CA ADC, § 25.1, 
which was sought by San Bernardino and Riverside Counties, and 
prohibits the harassment, including feeding of, undomesticated   
mammals, or birds.  This Ordinance is more restrictive than the regulation 
because it is specific to Riverside County burros and focuses on 
prohibiting  feeding as its primary objective, with a secondary goal of 
prohibiting the harassment as set forth in the regulation. The Ordinance is 
not duplicative of state law, or preempted by state legislation.  

SECTION 4.  Section 10.02.115 of the Moreno Valley Municipal Code is hereby added 
to read as follows: 

Section 10.02.115 Prohibiting the Harassment and Feeding of Undomesticated 
 Burros 

A. FEEDING OF UNDOMESTICATED BURROS. Except as provided in 
Subsection E, it is unlawful for any person to feed, or in any manner 
provide food to, any burro that is not owned or lawfully possessed by 
that person. 

 

B. HARASSMENT OF ANIMALS.  Except as otherwise authorized in this 
Ordinance or in the California Fish and Game Code and regulations 
promulgated pursuant thereto, no person shall feed, harass, herd, 
drive capture, keep, or attempt to domesticate, any undomesticated 
burro.  

C. ENFORCEMENT. 

1. The Animal Services Division Manager shall supervise the 
administration and enforcement of this Ordinance and the enforcement 
of the laws of the State of California pertaining to the care and control 
of animals. 

2. The Animal Services Division Manager is authorized to post signs 
advising the public that feeding undomesticated burros is prohibited by 
this Ordinance and the California Code, Regulations, Title 14, Division 
1, Section 251.1 regarding the harassment of animals. 

3. The City Council may enter into a written agreement or agreements 
with any veterinarian, organized humane society, association, person, 
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corporation or organization which will provide assistance to the City in 
providing care for undomesticated burros. 

4. It shall be unlawful for any person to interfere with, oppose, or resist 
any officer, employee or person empowered to enforce the provisions 
of this Ordinance while such officer, employee or person is engaged in 
the performance of his/her duties as provided in the Moreno Valley 
Municipal Code or state law. 

5. Nothing in this Ordinance shall prevent the Animal Services Division 
Manager from acting, when he/she deems it appropriate to do so, 
under the applicable provisions of the California Penal Code, Section 
597, et seq. 

D. VIOLATION.  

1. A violation of this Section shall be punishable in accordance with 
Section 1.01.200.  

E. EXEMPTIONS. This Section shall not apply to: 

1.  Any Animal Rescue Operation or Animal Rescuer that is 
authorized to assist the Department of Animal Services in the care 
and relocation of undomesticated burro herds. 

2.  A landowner or tenant who drives or herds undomesticated burros 
for the purpose of preventing damage to private or public property, 
including aquaculture and agriculture crops.  

In order to be exempted from the provisions of this Section, a 
person must notice the Department of Animal Services of their 
action as soon as they are reasonably able, but no later than 48 
hours after the event.  

SECTION 5.  Section 10.02.010 of the Moreno Valley Municipal Code is hereby 
amended to include definitions used in this Ordinance to be alphabetically incorporated 
into the existing section: 

Section 10.02.010 Definitions: 

 Animal Rescuer.  Any individual possessing a rescue permit from 
the Department, who routinely takes temporary possession of an 
animal from the rightful owner of said animal, or any animal from an 
animal shelter that has been retained by the City in accordance 
with this Ordinance. 

 
  Animal Rescue Operation. Any building, structure, enclosure or 

premises run by an Animal Rescuer, whether or not a valid 
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nonprofit corporation has been formed pursuant to the provisions of 
the California Corporations Code for the prevention of cruelty to 
animals. 

 
 Feeding.  The intentional act of providing food to any animal by 

a person. 
  
 Harass. Any intentional act which disrupts an animal's normal 

behavioral patterns, which includes, but is not limited to, driving, 
breeding, feeding or sheltering. 

 
 Person.  Any person, firm, cooperation, association, society, or 

other organization or entity. 
 
 Providing Food. The intentional act of making food available to 

wild animals in any location within the City limits without the 
approval of the City. 

 
 Undomesticated Burro. As defined in California Government Code 

§53074.5;  A wild burro or a burro which has not been tamed or 
domesticated  for a  period  of  three years after its capture and is 
not  protected  by the  federal  government  under the federal  Wild 
Free-Roaming Horses and Burros  Act. 

 

Section 6. SEVERABILITY. If any provision, clause, sentence or paragraph of this 
Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances shall 
be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or 
application of the provisions of this Ordinance which can be given effect 
without the invalid provision or application, and to this end, the provisions 
of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable. 

Section 7. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after 
its adoption.

The City requires property owners of new development projects to mitigate the cost of 
certain impacts created by the proposed development (e.g., the increase in demand on 
parks created by residential development). The City created CFD No. 1 to provide the 
development community with a funding mechanism to assist in satisfying the 
requirement. After a property owner elects to annex their property into the District and 
the CSD Board approves the annexation, a special tax can be levied on the annual 
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property tax bills of the annexed parcels to fund the cost of increased demands on 
parks.  
 
As a condition of approval for development of their project, Jose Palafox (the “Property 
Owner”) is required to provide a funding source to maintain parks and has elected to 
annex the parcel of his project into the District to satisfy the condition. The Property 
Owner submitted a Landowner Petition approving the annexation and the City Clerk has 
confirmed the petition is valid. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The District was formed on July 8, 2003, to provide an alternative funding tool for the 
development community. It provides a mechanism to fund the continued maintenance, 
enhancement, and/or retrofit of parks, open spaces, linear parks, and/or trail systems 
included within the District.  
 
At the time CFD No. 1 was formed, the CSD Board designated a future annexation area 
for the District. With the future annexation area designated, annexations can occur 
without an additional public hearing as long as the annexing landowner provides 
unanimous consent. Once annexed, parcels are subject to the annual special tax to fund 
the park maintenance services of the District. 
 
The Property Owner is approved to construct a custom home on Kimberly Ave. between 
Wilmot St. and Redlands Blvd. As a condition of approval for the project, the Property 
Owner is required to provide an ongoing funding source for park maintenance. The table 
below provides information for the parcel under development (“Subject Property”).

A property owner has two options to satisfy the condition of approval: 
 

1)  Submit a Landowner Petition unanimously approving annexation of their 
property into the District. Approval of the petition and special tax rate allows 
the City to levy the special tax on the annual property tax bill of their property. 
This option is only available if there are fewer than 12 registered voters living 
within the proposed annexation area; or  

 
2)  Fund an endowment to satisfy the annual requirement. 

 
The Property Owner elected to annex the Subject Property into CFD No. 1 and have the 
special tax applied to the annual property tax bill. The Office of the Riverside County 
Registrar of Voters confirmed there were no registered voters residing at the Subject 
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Property, allowing for a special election of the landowner. Adoption of the attached 
resolution (Attachment 1) adds the Subject Property to the District and directs the 
recordation of the boundary map (Attachment 2) and amended notice of special tax lien 
for Annexation No. 2019-49. The City Clerk received and reviewed the Landowner 
Petition and confirmed the Property Owner unanimously approved annexation of the 
Subject Property into the District (Attachment 3).  
 
Successful completion of the annexation process satisfies the project’s condition of 
approval to provide an ongoing funding source for park maintenance. 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Adopt the proposed resolution. Staff recommends this alternative as it will annex 
the Subject Property into CFD No. 1 at the request of the Property Owner and 
satisfy the condition of approval for the proposed development. 

 

2. Do not adopt the proposed resolution. Staff does not recommend this alternative as 
it is contrary to the Property Owner’s request, will not satisfy the condition of 
approval, and may delay development of the project. 

 
3. Do not adopt the proposed resolution but rather continue the item to a future 

regularly scheduled CSD Board meeting. Staff does not recommend this alternative 
as it will delay the Property Owner from satisfying the condition of approval and 
may delay development of the project. 

 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
Revenue received from the special tax is restricted and can only be used to fund the 
maintenance and operation of CFD No. 1 park facilities and services. The special tax can 
only be applied to the property tax bill of a parcel wherein the qualified electors (i.e., 
landowners or registered voters, depending on the number of registered voters) have 
previously provided approval. The estimated maximum special tax revenue which can 
be generated from the project is detailed below:

The maximum special tax rate is subject to an annual inflation adjustment based on the 
change in Consumer Price Index (CPI) or by two percent (2%), whichever is greater.  
However, the annual adjustment cannot be applied unless the CSD Board annually 
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authorizes such adjustment. The increase to the maximum special tax rate cannot 
exceed the annual inflationary adjustment without a two-thirds approval of the qualified 
electors within the District. 
 
NOTIFICATION 
 
On August 29, 2019, the annexation materials were mailed to the Property Owner. A 
cover letter, Landowner Petition, Rates and Method of Apportionment of Special Tax, 
and an envelope to return the completed petition were included.

4.   Amended Boundary Map. The Boundary Map attached hereto as Exhibit B is hereby 
approved.

Standards Code, California Code of Regulations, Title 24: including the 2019 
California Administrative Code, the 2019 California Building Code, the 2019 
California Residential Code, the 2019 California Electrical Code, the 2019 
California Mechanical Code, the 2019 California Plumbing code, the 2019 
California Energy Code, the 2019 California Historical Building Code, the 2019 
California Existing Building Code, the 2019 California Green Building Code, the 
2019 California Reference Standards Code, and the 2019 California Fire Code, 
and adopting other regulations relating to building and fire prevention 
requirements. 

 
3. Schedule the second reading and adoption of Ordinance No. ______ for the next 

regular Council meeting. 
 
SUMMARY 
 
The adoption of the 2019 California Building Standards Code, California Code of 
Regulations, Title 24 as amended will ensure that minimum building standards are 
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implemented to safeguard life, limb, health, property, and public welfare by regulating 
and controlling the design, construction, quality of materials, use, occupancy, location, 
and maintenance of all buildings and structures within the City of Moreno Valley.  
 
DISCUSSION 
 
In accordance with California Health and Safety Code Sections 17922 and 18935, the 
California Building Standards Commission approved the adoption of new model codes 
relating to fire and life safety. The California Building Standards Commission has 
advised local jurisdictions that the State will adopt the 2019 Editions of the California 
Administrative Code, the California Building Code, the California Residential Code, the 
California Electrical Code, the California Mechanical Code, the California Plumbing 
Code, the California Energy Code, the California Historical Building Code, the California 
Existing Building Code, the California Green Building Code, the California Reference 
Standards Code, and the California Fire Code. Once the California Building Standards 
Commission amends the model codes to include California specific amendments, local 
jurisdictions are given 180 days to further amend the code by local ordinance. 
 
In addition to State amendments, Moreno Valley has made various “Findings of Need” 
with regard to specific building and fire amendments to be adopted to reflect Moreno 
Valley’s unique climatic, geographical, and topographical conditions. 
 
The California Building Standards Commission has indicated that the above referenced 
codes will become effective at the local level on January 1, 2020. In order to include 
local amendments and adequately protect first responders, the business community, 
and citizens, the City must complete its adoption process 30 days prior to this date. The 
adoption of the code into the Moreno Valley Municipal Code provides for an orderly 
administration of the codes by City Building and Fire officials. 
 
This recommended action contributes to the pursuit of Momentum MoVal Strategic Plan 
priorities of Economic Development and Beautification, Community Engagement, and 
Quality of Life by regulating the safety and usability of the structures in the built 
environment. 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 
1. Introduce and conduct the first reading of the proposed Ordinance incorporating 

local amendments to the California Building Standards Code in accordance with 
Health and Safety Code, §§ 17950 and 18938 (b), and schedule the second reading 
and adoption for the next regular City Council meeting. This alternative is 
recommended by staff to ensure effective codes for the future development of 
Moreno Valley.  

 
2. Do not introduce, nor pursue, the adoption of the proposed Ordinance of the 

California Building Standards Code with amendments thus reducing measures 
ensuring consistent development. This alternative is not recommended by staff.

SECTION 1. PRIOR ENACTMENTS REPEALED: 
 
1.1 All prior enactments of the City, which are in conflict with this Ordinance, are 

hereby repealed, effective upon the date on which this Ordinance becomes effective and 
operative. 

 
SECTION 2. CONTINUING EFFECT: 
 
2.1 Notwithstanding Section 1.1 of the Ordinance, and solely for the purposes of 

this Section 2.1, this Ordinance shall be construed as a continuation of said prior 
enactments as the same may have been heretofore amended from time to time, and 
compliance therewith prior to the effective date hereof shall be deemed to be compliance 
with this Ordinance unless provided otherwise herein. 
 

2.2 Except as specifically or by necessary implication required to the contrary by 
this Ordinance, no right or entitlement granted, or obligation imposed, or action or 
proceeding commenced or taken pursuant to a prior resolution or ordinance repealed or 
modified hereby shall be deemed to be invalidated, waived, terminated or otherwise 
affected by the enactment hereof.

SECTION 3. EFFECT OF ENACTMENT: 
 
3.1 Except as specifically provided herein, nothing contained in this Ordinance 

shall be deemed to modify or supersede any prior enactment of the City Council which 
addresses the same subject addressed herein. 
 

SECTION 4. FINDINGS: 
 

4.1 The International Code Council is a private organization which has been in 
existence for at least three (3) years. 
 

4.2 The 20196 California Building Code, the 20196 California Fire Code, the 
California Building Standards Code, and the California Fire Code Standards published by 
said organization, are a nationally recognized compilation of proposed rules, regulations, 
and standards of said organization. 
 

4.3 The California Building Code and the California Fire Code have been 
printed and published as a code in book form within the meaning of Section 50022.2 et 
seq., of the California Government Code and said code has been adopted and amended 
by the California Building Standards Commission into the California Code of Regulations 
(CCR) as Title 24, 20196 edition. 
 

4.4 That one (1) copy of the 20196 California Building Code based on the 20185 
International Building Code and one (1) copy of the 20196 California Fire Code based on 
the 20185 International Fire Code have been on file for use and examination by the public 
in the office of the Building Official prior to adoption of this Ordinance. 

 

 4.5 That the sections of the International Building Code and California Building 

Code Standards may be referred to by the same number used in said published 

compilation preceded by the words “City of Moreno Valley International Building Code 

Section” or “International Building Code Section” or “Building Code Section”.  Said 

amendments to the California Building Standards Code under the California Building 

Code shall be referred to in the same manner as listed above for ease of application. 

 
4.6 That the sections of the California Fire Code may be referred to by the same 

number used in said published compilation preceded by the words "City of Moreno Valley 
California Fire Code Section" or "California Fire Code Section" or "Fire Code Section". 
Said amendments to the California Building Standards Code under the California Fire 
Code shall be referred to in the same manner as listed above for ease of application. 
 

4.7 Pursuant to Section(s) 17958.5(a) and (b) as well as Section 17958.7 of the 
California Health and Safety Code, the Section contained herein shall be submitted as 
the "Findings of Need" with regard to the specific California Building Code and California 
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Fire Code Ordinance Amendments adopted by the City of Moreno Valley and addressed 
herein. Additional requirements and standards herein are necessary to properly protect 
the health, safety and welfare of the existing and future residents as well as workers of 
the City of Moreno Valley. Under the provisions of Section 17958.7 of the Health and 
Safety Code, local amendments shall be based on climatic, geological or topographical 
conditions. The "Findings of Need" contained herein shall address each of these 
situations and shall present the local situation which singularly or in combination cause 
the established amendments to be adopted. Each such modification is identified as to 
which section such finding refers. 
 

4.7.1 Life Safety: That the additional requirements and standard 
established herein are needed to properly protect the health, safety, life and limb, and 
welfare of existing and future residents, workers and guests of the City of Moreno Valley. 
 

4.7.2 That these changes and modifications to the standards published in 
the California Building Code and California Fire Code are reasonably necessary because 
of local climatic, geological, and topographical conditions. The following are hereby 
adopted as non-inclusive specific findings in respect to such local conditions and refer to 
amendments made to the California Building Code, California Code of Regulations, Title 
24, and International Fire Code as more particularly set forth below. 
 

Climatic Conditions: 
 

4.7.2.1 The City of Moreno Valley receives relatively low 
amounts of precipitation, low humidity and high temperatures. Such climate conditions. 
are conducive to the spread of fire (Information from the University of California, 
Riverside, Meteorological Weather Station). This finding refers to and supports 
modifications to 4906.4, 5601.1.3, 5601.1.3.1, 5607.1.1 of the California Fire Code, 20196 
edition. 
 

4.7.2.2 Strong winds, commonly referred to as the Santa Ana 
Winds, have reached speeds up to 57 miles per hour in Moreno Valley during various 
months of past years. Damage that can occur during such· winds includes the creation of 
highly flammable conditions of brush, downed trees, utility poles, utility circuits, and power 
line (Wind speeds documented at March Air Reserve Base). This finding refers to and 
supports modifications to Chapter 1, Division II, Section 105.2 of the California Building 
Code, 20196 edition and to Chapter 1, Division II, Section R105.2 of the California 
Residential Code, 20196 edition. This finding also refers to and supports modifications to 
606.10.1.2, 4906.4, 5601.1.3, 5601.1.3.1, 5607.1.1 of the California Fire Code, 20169 
edition. 

 
4.7.2.3 Other areas within the City of Moreno Valley are 

subject to landslides, wind erosion, blown sand, flooding and wildfires. This finding refers 
to and supports modifications to Chapter 1, Division II, Section 105.2 of the California 
Building Code, 20196 edition and to Chapter 1, Division II, Section R105.2 and Section 
R405.1 of the California Residential Code, 20196 edition. This finding also refers to and 
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supports modifications to 4906.4, 5601.1.3, 5601.1.3.1, 5607.1.1 of the California Fire 
Code, 20196 edition. 
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Geological: 
 

4.7.2.4 Within the city limits of Moreno Valley, there are two (2) 
earthquake faults; the San Jacinto Fault and the Casa Loma Fault. There are also other 
faults in the immediate adjacent areas. In the event of a severe earthquake, these faults 
present the potential for catastrophic damage including fire, damage to roadways, and 
other impairments of emergency apparatus (Fault information from California Division of 
Mines and Geology). This finding refers to and supports modifications to Chapter 1, 
Division II, Section 105.2 of the California Building Code, 20196 edition and to Chapter 
11, Division II, Section R 105.2 and Chapter 4, Section R403.1.3 and Section R405.1 of 
the California Residential Code, 20169 edition. 

 
4.7.2.5 There is a lack of fire hydrants and water supply to new 

construction hillside areas in the City of Moreno Valley. This finding refers to and supports 
modifications to Sections 505.1903.2, 903.3.5.3, 4906.4 of the California Fire Code, 
20196 edition. 

 
4.7.2.6 In Moreno Valley there are known areas where the 

radio coverage is insufficient to ensure the life safety of emergency personnel due to the 
mountainous and hilly terrain at the City's northern and eastern boundaries. These areas 
include the Reche Vista area, the Hidden Springs area near Box Springs Mountain, and 
the entrance to San Timoteo Canyon off ofoff both Moreno Beach Boulevard and 
Redlands .Boulevard near the northern City limits. This finding refers to and supports 
modifications to Sections 508.1; 508.1.1, 508.1.3; 508.1.5; 508.1.7 of the California Fire 
Code, 20196 edition. 
 
Topographical: 
 

4.7.2.7 Development has occurred and continues to occur in 
Moreno Valley at a rapid pace. Traffic congestion occurs during certain peak business 
hours, weekends, and on holidays along main thoroughfares such as Sunnymead·Blvd., 
Perris Blvd., Alessandro Blvd., Heacock St., Pigeon Pass/Frederick St., and at some 
points along Indian St. and Cactus Ave. (Information provided by the Transportation 
Engineering Division of the Public Works Department). This finding refers to and supports 
modification 505.1 of the California Fire Code, 20196 edition. 
 

4.7.2.8 The distance between fire stations, and the response 
time in our City compared to the time when flashover generally occurs creates a need for 
on-site fire suppression capability in all structures, and also the need for specific turning 
radius and turnaround requirements for fire apparatus. In order to accommodate fire 
equipment during emergency response, we find that fire apparatus roads, grades, turning 
radius and turnaround dimensions are required as set forth herein. This finding refers to 
and supports modifications to Sections 505.1, 606.10.1.2, 903.2, 903.3.5.3 of the 
California Fire Code, 20196 edition. 
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4.7.2.9 Moreno Valley has a number of different water 
companies serving the area, with varying capacity to deliver water flows for fire 
suppression purposes. This finding refers to and supports modifications to Sections 
B105.1, C103.2, 507.5.7, 903.2, 903.3.5.3 of the California Fire Code, 20196 edition. 

 
4.7.2.10 Radio communications and ability to communicate can 

be hindered by topographical features in Moreno Valley as well as building design, which 
can include subterranean structures. It is vital to ensure there is adequate radio coverage 
and breathing air throughout the City for the life safety of the emergency response 
personnel. This finding refers to and supports modifications to Sections 508.1; 508.1.1; 
508.1.3; 508.1.5; 508.1.7 of the California Fire Code, 20196 edition.

An application for a permit for any 
proposed work shall be deemed to have been abandoned 180 days after 
the date of filing, unless such application has been pursued in good faith or 
a permit had been issued; except that that the building official is authorized 
to grant one or more extensions of time for additional periods not exceeding 
180 days each. The extension shall be requested in writing and justifiable 
cause demonstrated. Plans and other data submitted for review shall be 
returned to the applicant or destroyed by the City. 

E. Chapter 1, Division II, Section 105.5 is amended to read as follows: 

Every permit shall remain valid for purposes of this part if the work on the 
site authorized by that permit is commenced within 12 months after its 
issuance, unless, the permittee has abandoned the work authorized by this 
permit. 

A permittee may request an extension of a permit. The City is authorized to 
grant, in writing, one or more extensions of time for periods of not more than 
180 days per extension.

I. Chapter 9, Section 903.2 is amended to read as follows: 

  In all new buildings and structures which are 3,600 square feet 
or greater,   
  an approved automatic sprinkler system shall be provided 
regardless of   
occupancy classification. Where the California Fire Code is requiring more  
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restrictive requirements in Sections 903.2.1 – 903.2.19, the more restrictive 
 requirement shall take precedence.  

 
Any existing building shall retrofit with automatic fire sprinklers when a 
structure exceeds 3,600 square feet and additions are made which exceed 
thirty-three (33) percent of the original building square footage.

g. The jurisdiction shall fill in this part of the table (a) the date of the 
jurisdiction’s entry into the National Flood Insurance Program (date of 
adoption of the first code or ordinance for management of flood hazard 
areas), (b) the date(s) of the Flood Insurance Study and (c) the panel 
number and dates of the currently effective FIRMs and FBFMs or other 
flood hazard map adopted by the authority having jurisdiction, as 
amended. 

h. In accordance with Section R905.1.2, R905.4.3.1, R905.5.3.1, 
R905.6.3.1, R905.7.3.1 and R905.8.3.1, where there has been a history 
of local damage from the effects of ice damming, the jurisdiction shall fill 
in this part of the table with “YES.” Otherwise, the jurisdiction shall fill in 
this part of the table with “NO.”

l. In accordance with Figure R301.2(4)A, where there is local historical 
data documenting unusual wind conditions, the jurisdiction shall fill in 
this part of the table with “YES” and identify any specific requirements.

h. The investigation of the cause, origin and circumstance of fire and unauthorized 

releases of hazardous materials. 

(3) The following persons are hereby authorized to interpret and enforce the provisions 
of this Code (except as provided in Section 101.4) and to make arrests and issue citations 

as authorized by law: 
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a. The Unit Chief and peace officers and public officers of the California Department of 

Forestry and Fire Protection. 

b. The Fire Chief, Peace Officers and Public Officers of the Riverside County Fire 
Department. 

c.  The City Fire Marshal and members of the Moreno Valley Fire Prevention Bureau. 

d.  The Riverside County Sheriff and any Deputy Sheriff. 

e.  The Police Chief and any Police Officer of any city served by the County Fire 
Department. 

f.  Officers of the California Highway Patrol. 

g.  Code Officers of the Riverside County Code Enforcement DepartmentCity of Moreno 

Valley Code Enforcement Department. 

g.  Peace Officers of the California Department of Parks and Recreation. 

h.  The law enforcement officers of the Federal Bureau of Land Management. 

    

E. A new sSection 104.12 is hereby added to the California Fire Code to read as 
follows:

This section shall not prohibit residents or owners 
of private property within any closed area, or their invitees, from going in or being upon 
their lands. This section shall not apply to any entry, in the course of duty, by a peace 
officer, duly authorized public officer or fire department personnel. For the purpose of this 
section, “hazardous fire area” shall mean public or private land that is covered with grass, 
grain, brush or forest and situated in a location that makes suppression difficult resulting 
in great damage. Such areas are designated on Hazardous Fire Area maps filed with the 
office of the Fire Chief.

Where access is 
by means of a private road and the building cannot be viewed from the public way, a 
monument, pole or other sign or means shall be used to identify the structure. Address 
numbers shall be maintained.

4.  Detached Group U occupancy greenhouses less than 5,500 square feet.   
5.  Where determined by the Fire Chief that no major life safety hazard exists, and the 
fuel load does not pose a significant threat to firefighter safety or to other structures or 
property, automatic fire sprinklers may be exempted.   
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One- and two-family dwellings shall have an automatic fire sprinkler system regardless of 
square footage in accordance with the California Residential Code. Fire sprinkler systems 
shall be installed in mobile homes, manufactured homes and multifamily manufactured 
homes with two dwelling units in accordance with Title 25 of the California Code of 
Regulations.  
 
The following exceptions in the California Fire Code shall not be allowed:  
 
a. Exception in Section 903.2.3  
 
b. Exception 2 in Section 903.2.11.3  
 
One- and two-family dwellings shall have an automatic fire sprinkler system regardless of 
square footage in accordance with the California Residential Code.  Fire sprinkler 
systems shall be installed in mobile homes, manufactured homes and multifamily 
manufactured homes with two dwelling units in accordance with Title 25 of the California 
Code of Regulations.  
 

O. Section 903.2.11.1.1 of the California Fire Code is hereby amended to read 
as follows: 

903.2.11.1.1 Opening dimension and access. Openings shall have a minimum dimension 
of not less than 36 inches (762 mm). Such openings shall be accessible to the fire 
department from the exterior and shall not be obstructed in a manner that the fire fighter 
or rescue cannot be accomplished from the exterior.

A.P.  QP. A new Ssection 903.3.5.3 of the California Fire Code is hereby 

amended added as follows:  

903.3.5.3 Hydraulically calculated systems. The design of hydraulically calculated fire 
sprinkler systems shall not exceed 90% of the water supply capacity.

The technical report shall describe the basis for determining 
the commodity and sprinkler design selection, how the commodities will be isolated or 
separated, and include referenceds to the design document(s), including NFPA 13 or the 
current applicable factory mutual data sheets. If a specific fire test is used as the basis of 
design, a copy of the fire test report shall be provided at the time of plan review.  

 

8.36.050 Requirements for Wildland-Urban Interface Areas 

A. Section 4904.3 and Section 4904.4 are is hereby added to the California 
Fire Code to read as follows:  
 
4904.3 High Fire Hazard and Very High Fire Severity Zone Maps. In accordance with 
Government Code Sections 51175 through 51189, Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zones 
are designated as shown on a map titled Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zones, dated 
December 24, 2009 and retained on file at the office of the Fire Chief, which supersedes 
other maps previously adopted by Riverside County designating high fire hazard areas.

Any alterations to 
the fuel modification areas shall have prior approval by the fire code officialFire Code 

Official. 

5. All elements of the fuel modification plan shall be maintained in accordance with 

the approved plan and are subject to the enforcement process outlined in the Fire Code. 
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8.36.060 Hazardous Materials 

 A. Section 5601.1.3 is hereby added to the California Fire Code to read as 
follows:  

5601.1.3 Fireworks. The storage, use, sale, possession, and handling of fireworks 1.4G 
(commonly referred to as Safe and Sane) and fireworks 1.3G is prohibited. 

Exception: Fireworks 1.4G and fireworks 1.3G may be part of an electrically fired public 
display when permitted and conducted by a licensed pyrotechnic operator.

Any seizure or removal pursuant to this section 
shall be in compliance with all applicable statutory, constitutional, and decisional law. 

 C. Section 5607.1.1 is hereby added to the California Fire Code to read as 
follows:  

5607.1.1 Explosives and blasting. Explosives shall not be possessed, kept, stored, sold, 
offered for sale, given away, used, discharged, transported or disposed of within wildland-
urban interface areas, or hazardous fire areas except by permit from the fire code 
officialFire Code Official.

3. Verify and accept the results of the mail ballot proceeding as maintained 

by the City Clerk on the Official Tally Sheet and if approved, set the rate 
and impose the NPDES Residential Regulatory Rate, as applicable, on 
the Assessor’s Parcel Number as mentioned; 

 
4. Receive and file the Official Tally Sheet with the City Clerk’s office. 

 
SUMMARY 
 
The action before the City Council is to conduct a Public Hearing for one NPDES mail 
ballot proceeding. The process to accept a parcel into the City’s NPDES funding 
program impacts only the property owner(s) identified below, not the general citizens or 
taxpayers of the City. 
 
The City requires property owners of development projects to mitigate the cost of certain 
impacts created by the proposed development, such as the cost of complying with state 
and federal NPDES requirements. The City offers the NPDES funding program to assist

property owners in satisfying the requirement. After a property owner approves the City’s 
NPDES rate through a mail ballot proceeding, the City can levy the rate on the annual 
property tax bills of the authorized parcel(s).   
 
As a condition of approval for development of their project, Jose Palafox (the “Property 
Owner”) is required to provide a funding source for the NPDES program and has 
requested the City conduct a mail ballot proceeding to satisfy the condition of approval. If 
the Property Owner approves the mail ballot and the City Council accepts the results, the 
condition of approval will be satisfied for the project. Tonight’s Public Hearing is a 
required part of the process. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The Clean Water Act of 1987 established requirements for the discharge of Urban 
Runoff from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems under the NPDES program. The 
Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board administers the NPDES program 
through the issuance of a Permit. The NPDES program requires public agencies to 
obtain coverage under the Permit to discharge urban stormwater runoff from municipally 
owned drainage facilities, including streets, highways, storm drains, and flood control 
channels. The City’s current NPDES Permit requires all new development projects to 
comply with stormwater management requirements. 
 
The City Council adopted the NPDES Residential Regulatory Rate on June 10, 2003, 
and the NPDES Common Interest, Commercial, Industrial, and Quasi-Public Use 
Regulatory Rate (“Commercial/Industrial Rate”) on January 10, 2006. As a condition of 
approval from the Planning Commission, development projects are required to provide a 
funding source, consistent with the rates established by the City Council, to support 
activities for the NPDES program requirements. Revenue received from the rate 
supports the increased compliance activities related to the development. It also reduces 
the financial impact to the General Fund to maintain compliance with the unfunded 
requirements of the Permit. 
 
The Property Owner received approval to construct a custom home on Kimberly Ave. 
between Wilmot St. and Redlands Blvd. As a condition of approval for the project, the 
Property Owner is required to provide a funding source to mitigate the increase in costs 
to the NPDES program, which will be created by their development project. The table 
below provides information for the parcel under development.

1The NPDES applied rate levied on the property tax bill will be based on the development status of the property at the 
time rates are evaluated each year, prior to levying them onto the property tax roll. 

 
A property owner has two options to satisfy the condition of approval: 
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1. Approve the NPDES rate and authorize the City to collect the rate on the 

annual Riverside County property tax bill through participation in a 
successful mail ballot proceeding; or  
 

2. Fund an endowment. 
 
The Property Owner elected to have the NPDES rate applied to the annual property tax 
bill of the property under development. Proposition 218 outlines the process to approve 
new charges, or an increase to existing charges, on property tax bills which includes 
conducting a mail ballot proceeding, noticing requirements, timing of noticing, and 
providing an opportunity for the property owner to address the City Council (i.e., public 
comment portion of the Public Hearing). A notice describing the purpose and amount of 
the charge, including the potential annual inflationary adjustment, and a ballot for the 
property (Attachment 1) was mailed to the Property Owner at least 45-days in advance 
of tonight’s meeting. The ballot is due to the City Clerk prior to the close of the Public 
Hearing. The ballot can be opened and counted, and results announced, at the close of 
the Public Hearing. 
 
The condition of approval to provide a funding source for the NPDES program is satisfied 
with a property owner’s approval of the NPDES mail ballot (i.e., marked yes and signed) 
and City Council acceptance of the results. In the event the ballot is not returned, is not 
approved, or is invalid (e.g., unmarked or unsigned), this condition of approval will 
remain unsatisfied and may delay development of the project. In the event more than 
one mail ballot proceeding is being conducted tonight, each ballot will be counted 
separately to determine if a property owner approved inclusion of their respective 
property in the NPDES funding program. 
 
This action meets the Strategic Plan Priorities to manage and maximize Moreno Valley’s 
public infrastructure to ensure an excellent quality of life, develop and implement 
innovative, cost effective infrastructure maintenance programs, public facilities 
management strategies, and capital improvement programming and project delivery. 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Conduct the Public Hearing and upon its close, open, count, and verify the 
returned ballot and accept the results. Staff recommends this alternative as 
it will satisfy the project’s condition of approval provided the property owner 
approves the ballot. 
 

2. Open the Public Hearing and continue it to a future regularly scheduled 
City Council meeting. Staff does not recommend this alternative as it will 
delay announcement of the ballot results and may delay project 
development. 
 

3. Do not conduct the Public Hearing. Staff does not recommend this 
alternative as it will delay the condition of approval from being satisfied and 
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may delay project development. The City will incur additional costs to 
restart the 45-day noticing period. 
 

4. Do not conduct the Public Hearing at this time but reschedule it to a date 
specific regularly scheduled City Council meeting. Staff does not 
recommend this alternative as it may delay project development and will 
cause the City to incur additional costs to restart the 45-day noticing 
period. 

 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
Revenue received from the NPDES rate is restricted and can only be used within the 
stormwater management program. The revenue provides funding to maintain 
compliance with the unfunded requirements of the Permit. It also offsets stormwater 
management program expenses, which reduces the financial impact to the General 
Fund. The NPDES rate is only applied to the property tax bills of parcels where approval 
of the rate has been authorized through a successful mail ballot proceeding. 
 
The FY 2019/20 maximum Residential Regulatory Rate is $336.42 per parcel, and any 
division thereof. The maximum NPDES rate is subject to an annual inflationary 
adjustment. However, the annual adjustment cannot be applied unless the City Council 
annually authorizes such adjustment. The increase to the maximum rate cannot exceed 
the annual inflationary adjustment without approval of the property owners subject to the 
charge. The NPDES rate applied to the property tax bill will be based on the 
development status of the property at the time the rates are calculated for the upcoming 
fiscal year. 
 
NOTIFICATION 
 
The ballot documents were mailed to the Property Owner at least 45-days in advance of 
the Public Hearing. The documents included a notice, map of the project area, NPDES 
Residential Rate schedule, NPDES ballot, instructions for marking and returning the 
ballot, and a postage paid return envelope addressed to the City Clerk. 
 
Newspaper advertising for tonight’s Public Hearing was published in The Press-
Enterprise on September 30 and October 7, 2019.
